HIGHPOINTS OF THE MENTORING SESSIONS
ODD SEMESTER:

* The meetings with the 3™ and 4™ semester mentees were held first of all to acclimatize
with the respective new semesters and the requirements to be fulfilled in during the
session.

= (Considering the present stage, they had reached it was important for them to assess their
progress so far and plan out future activities for further development.

ODD SEMESTER, 2023

In continuance with the usual routine of mentorship, a general discussion was, just in the
first few days of the start of the semester classes, made with the 3" and the 5" semester
mentees giving a post-examination analysis of their previous examination.

HIGHPOINTS OF THE MENTORING SESSIONS

ODD SEMESTER, 2023

1. The students of first semesters were guided by taking into account their issues,
including hesitancy when speaking and difficulty writing and communicating.
